Where time constraints
deem it likely that not all questions can be answered within the time allowed for Question Time, the
Mayor at his/her discretion may determine only the first question may be presented verbally with
others deferred to be managed in the same manner as public questions not verbally presented.
Priority will be given to questions that relate to items on the Council Agenda for that meeting. Questions
including any preamble should not exceed 300 words.

b) All such questions must be received in writing on the prescribed form or as provided for on Council's
website and at Ordinary meetings of Council. Where there are more than three (3) questions received
from any one individual person, the Chief Executive Officer will determine the three (3) questions to
be considered at the meeting.

c¢) All such questions must clearly note a request to verbally present the question and must be received
by the Chief Executive Officer or other person authorised for this purpose by the Chief Executive
Officer no later than:

i) the commencement time (7.00pm) of the Ordinary meeting if questions are submitted in person;
or
ii) noon on the day of the Ordinary meeting if questions are submitted by electronic medium.

d) A question can only be presented to the meeting if the Chairperson and/or Chief Executive Officer
has determined that the question:

i) does not relate to a matter of the type described in section 3(1) of the Local Government Act
2020 (confidential information);

1. Report Summary

On 27 May 2021 the Minister for Planning granted authorisation for Council to prepare and exhibit
Planning Scheme Amendment C232gdan to the Greater Dandenong Planning Scheme. Amendment
C232gdan seeks to apply the Heritage Overlay to 1054-1060 Heatherton Road, Noble Park, known
as the Jarvie or Jug House.

The amendment underwent public exhibition between 24 June 2021 and 23 July 2021. This report
includes an officer response to the 2 submissions received and seeks a Council resolution to note
the above, make one change in response to a submission and refer all submissions to an independent
Planning Panel Hearing.

Key issues raised in submissions include:

Burden to landowners
e  Unfair process
e  Tree protection

2. Recommendation Summary

This report recommends that Council receives the submissions in relation to Amendment C232gdan
and resolves to continue the statutory process of the Amendment by requesting the Minister for
Planning appoint an independent Planning Panel and refer all submissions to a Planning Panel

3. Background

Council has a responsibility under the Planning and Environment Act 1987 to identify and protect
places of heritage significance. Heritage is the full range of our inherited traditions, objects and culture.
Itis expressed through places, buildings, landscapes, public parks and gardens, trees, infrastructure,
monuments, public art and more.

Council recently received information advising that the property at 1054-1060 Heatherton Road, Noble
Park may have heritage value and consequently engaged heritage consultants to undertake a heritage
assessment.

The significance of the property was assessed against the standard criteria contained in Planning
Practice Note 01: Applying the Heritage Overlay (August 2018) and is considered to meet the
requirements and threshold for local protection through the Heritage Overlay.

The heritage assessment identified the property as significant aesthetically, historically and for its
rarity to Noble Park and the City of Greater Dandenong as detailed in the Statement of Significance
(Attachment 3), and as follows:

Historically, the ‘Jug or Jarvie house’ is a representation of the onset of the post-World War Two
housing boom in the hitherto mainly rural area of Noble Park, an area that is now fully urbanised. ...
The reported memories of Jarvie by Noble Park identity Fred Wachter of the building and use of the
house add a historical context to the place. (Criteria A).

For its rarity as one of the few Streamlined Moderne or ‘waterfall’ front designs in the City of Greater
Dandenong. The successful representation in brickwork of a giant jug as part of the chimney shape
is rare across the Melbourne area (Criteria B).

Aesthetically, the ‘Jug or Jarvie house’ is one of the few Streamlined Moderne or “waterfall’ front
designs in the City of Greater Dandenong. The house exhibits a full expression of this domestic style
with five (not three) fronts to the "waterfall’ .... The use of the style was often seen as a reflection of
the owner-builder’'s modern outlook and rejection of period revival styles like the prevailing Georgian
and Old English. The style has had a recent popular revival as Art Deco, named in the 1960s after
the Exposition Internationale des Arts Décoratifs et Industriels Modernes, held in Paris in 1925 (Criteria
E).

Social significance is identified by the local community as a local landmark as far back as the 1990s
and since the house and its chimney have received wide publicity as an uncommon part of the urban
landscape because of the jug shaped chimney (Criteria G).

The Heritage Overlay is the appropriate planning mechanism to protect the identified heritage values
of the property as the Heritage Overlay requires a planning permit to be granted for any demolition
or any buildings and works that could affect the significance of a heritage place.

3.1 Process

Council sought authorisation from the Minister for Planning to commence the preparation of Amendment
C232gdan to apply a permanent Heritage Overlay at this site, which was granted. Subsequently,
notification of the Amendment was given in accordance with the requirements of the Planning and
Environment Act 1987 as detailed in Section 7 of this report, including a direct mail out to the property
owner and surrounding properties on 21 June 2021 informing them of the proposal.

As detailed in the Explanatory Report (Attachment 1) Amendment C232gdan proposes to implement
the recommendations of the Heritage Assessment by applying the Heritage Overlay to the property
and incorporate the Statement of Significance in the Greater Dandenong Planning Scheme.

The amendment is consistent with and implements the Local Planning Policy Framework, particularly
Clause 21.05-2 (Built Form) of the Municipal Strategic Statement which identifies that ‘a number of
residential ... buildings and sites may be suitable for heritage protection’ and includes the objective
‘to protect sites of significant cultural and heritage value and those elements which contribute to the
significance of heritage places’.

3.2 How does a Heritage Overlay work?

A Heritage Overlay does not mean that property owners cannot make any changes to the property
but that it may trigger the need for a planning permit for building and works. This enables the heritage
values of the place to be considered in any application for demolition and buildings and works.

When a property is affected by a Heritage Overlay a planning permit is required to (but not limited
to):

e  Subdivide land;

° Demolish or remove a building or part of a building;
e  Construct a building or part of a building or a fence;
) Construct or carry out works;

e  Construct or display a sign;

° Externally alter a building;

e  Externally paint an unpainted surface (or re-paint an already painted surface a different colour);
and

e  Carry out works, repairs and routine maintenance which change the appearance of the heritage
place or which are not undertaken to the same, details, specifications and materials.

Most of these matters can be assessed through a VicSmart planning permit application process (fast
track application process).

If the Heritage Overlay is applied it is highly unlikely that a permit seeking demolition of the property
would be granted given the heritage significance is formally recognised in the Planning Scheme.
However, it is possible that a suitably designed extension could be constructed (subject to a planning
permit).

In addition, a planning permit is not required for outdoor maintenance works or emergency repairs
that do not impact on the significance of the property.

Furthermore, the proposed Heritage Overlay would allow for uses to be considered that would normally
be prohibited in a residential zone, subject to a planning permit. For example, an office or small shop
could be considered in this location under the Heritage Overlay. The Heritage Overlay allows for
consideration of uses normally prohibited to facilitate the on-going protection of heritage sites by
providing a wider range of potential uses. This would help ensure protection and conservation of the
heritage values and place in the future.

3.3 Additional Proposed Heritage Controls

Clause 43.01 Heritage Overlay Schedule 1 of the Greater Dandenong Planning Scheme enables a
range of additional heritage controls to be “switched on or off” meaning a permit may be required.
For example, the heritage assessment for the subject property determined that the external fagade
of the house is a contributory element so Amendment C232gdan proposes to apply ‘external paint
controls’. By contrast, the interior of the house has been identified as not locally significant, so the
amendment proposes to “switch off” the ‘internal alteration controls’. The following table provides an
overview of the controls to be included, and not included for the subject site:

Heritage Overlay Control Sought for Explanation
C232gdan

External paint controls Yes A planning permit is required for any change
to the external paint that will alter the
appearance of the place or impact on its
significance.

Internal alteration controls No A planning permit is not required for internal
routine repairs, maintenance or emergency

3.4 Submissions

Community consultation ran for a period of four (4) weeks from 24 June to 23 July 2021. Council
notified the affected property owners of the proposed amendment by way of letter on 21 June 2021.
A notice was also placed in the Dandenong Journal and Government Gazette on 24 June 2021.

A total of 2 submissions were received in response to the exhibition period for Amendment C232gdan.
From the officers’ analysis, the 2 submissions objected to the Amendment.
The submissions raised the following main concerns:

° Burden to landowners
e  Tree protection
° Unfair process

As a result of these submissions, Council officers have deemed it appropriate to remove the tree
control, this has been discussed in the following section.

Council is unable to resolve the remaining concerns. As such, Council officers consider 2 submissions
to be unresolved and subsequently a total of 2 submissions are recommended to be referred to a
Planning Panel Hearing. As part of this process, the submitters will have an opportunity to have their
concerns considered by an independent planning panel.

4. Discussion and Options

Section 23 of the Planning and Environment Act 1987 governs the process for a planning authority
to progress a planning scheme amendment.

After considering the submissions which request a change to the Amendment, the planning authority
(Council) has the following options:

1. Ask the Minister for Planning to appoint an independent panel to review the submissions, conduct
a public hearing, consider the Amendment, and prepare an independent report with
recommendations about the Amendment for Council to consider;
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2. Make changes to the Amendment in response to some of the submissions and proceed to ask
the Minister for Planning to appoint an independent panel to review the submissions, conduct
a public hearing, consider the Amendment, and prepare an independent report with
recommendations about the Amendment for Council to consider;

3. Make changes to the Amendment as requested in all of the submissions and proceed to ask
the Minister for Planning to approve it in a modified form; or
4. Decide to Abandon the Amendment and proceed no further with it.

NB. It is relevant to note that unlike in the cases of decisions on most planning permit applications,
a decision by Council in this regard is not appealable to VCAT by 3" parties

Officers are recommending that changes be made to the exhibited version of Amendment C232gdan
in response to the submissions. Therefore, Option 2 is considered most appropriate.

5. Proposal

Itis proposed that Council receives the submissions in relation to Amendment C232gdan and resolves
to make some changes and to continue the statutory process by requesting the Minister for Planning
appoint an independent Planning Panel and refer all submissions to a Planning Panel Hearing.

5.1 Proposed changes to the exhibited Amendment

5.1 Removal of Tree Control

The Statement of Significance makes reference to the boundary hedges and conifer specimens as
contributory elements. For this reason, and on the recommendation of the heritage consultant, Clause
43.01 Heritage Overlay Schedule 1 was exhibited with Tree Controls.

It is noted that Submission No.1 states that the garden is made up of plantings from the 1990s to
present. On review of this information, the Planning Practice Note 1: Applying the Heritage Overlay
and a further site inspection, officers recommend no longer applying the heritage Tree Control. There
are no trees of significance on the property.

The proposed change is shown in Attachment 2 Clause 43.01 Heritage Overlay Schedule 1 (Post
Exhibition) and Attachment 3 Statement of Significance (Post Exhibition).

5.2 Revised Statement of Significance

On review of Submission No.1 and a further site inspection, officers recommend revising the Statement
of Significance by removing references to garden setting, hedges and conifers; and the timber pergola.
The proposed changes are shown in Attachment 3 Statement of Significance (Post Exhibition).

It is considered appropriate for Council to refer all submissions to a Planning Panel as not all
submissions have been resolved and the process provides further opportunity for submitters to be
heard and their submissions considered by an independent Planning Panel.
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6. Financial Implications

The financial implications for Council associated with this report involve a cost in the 2020/2021
financial year of approximately $5,000 and anticipated costs in the 2021/2022 financial year of
approximately $30,000. There is no current amount allocated in Council’'s Annual Budget for these
costs however these costs can be absorbed within the current allocated amounts for administering
Planning Scheme Amendments.

7. Consultation

Notification of the Amendment was given in accordance with the requirements of the Planning and
Environment Act, 1987.

Planning Scheme Amendment C232gdan was publicly exhibited from 24 June 2021 to 23 July 2021.

Letters were sent to owners and occupiers of the subject site and those of the surrounding properties.
In addition, the Amendment was advertised to the broader community through:

° Formal notice in the local newspapers (Dandenong Journal and Dandenong Leader) and
Government Gazette;

e  Notice on Council's website; and
e  Explanatory folders at all Council Customer Service Centres.

8. Community Plan ‘Imagine 2030’ and Council Plan 2017-21 — Strategic Objectives,
Strategies and Plans

10. The Overarching Governance Principles of the Local Government Act 2020

submissions to the amendment;

e  Ensuring the transparency of Council decisions, actions and information by reporting to Council
at each stage of the planning scheme amendment process.

11. Victorian Charter of Human Rights and Responsibilities

Council, Councillors and members of Council staff are a public authority under the Charter of Human
Rights and Responsibilities Act 2006 and, as such, are all responsible to act in accordance with the
Victorian Charter of Human Rights and Responsibilities 2006 (the Charter).

All matters relevant to the Victorian Human Rights Charter have been considered in the preparation
of this report and are consistent with the standards set by the Charter; in particular:

e  Section 13 — Right to privacy and reputation;
e  Section 14 — Right to freedom of thought, conscience, religion and belief;

12. The Gender Equality Act 2020

Council’s Diversity, Access and Equity Policy and the Gender Equality Act 2020 have been considered
in the preparation of this report but are not relevant to its contents because the Planning and
Environment Act 1987 requires Council to adhere to a statutory process that does not have the
potential influence broader social norms and gender roles. All affected parties have the opportunity
to make a submission to the Planning Scheme Amendment.

13. Consideration of Climate Change and Sustainability

One of the overarching governance principles of the Local Government Act 2020 is that the economic,
social and environmental sustainability of the municipal district, including mitigation and planning for
climate change risks, is to be promoted.

In January 2020, this Council joined a growing number of cities around Australia and declared a
“Climate and Ecological Emergency” and committed this Council to emergency action on climate
change. Council has developed a Climate Change Emergency Strategy and Action Plan 2020-30 to
help the City of Greater Dandenong become a resilient, net zero carbon emission city with an active
community prepared for the challenges of changing climate.

This Planning Scheme Amendment has no impact on Council’s Declaration on a Climate and Ecological
Emergency, Council’s Climate Change Emergency Strategy 2020-2030 or the requirements of the
Local Government Act 2020 in relation to the overarching governance principle on climate change
and sustainability. The proposal to apply a Heritage Overlay is a statutory process will not have the
potential to influence mitigating and planning for climate change risks.

Planning Scheme Amendment C232gdan underwent public exhibition between 24 June 2021 and
23 July 2021. During this period 2 submissions were received. As a result of these submissions,
officers recommend making one change to the proposed Heritage Overlay Schedule 1. Itis considered
appropriate to proceed with the Amendment and to request the Minister for Planning to appoint an
independent Planning Panel and refer all the submissions to a Planning Panel Hearing.

16. Recommendation

1. Receives and notes the submissions to Amendment C232gdan (Attachment 1) to
the Greater Dandenong Planning Scheme in accordance with the Planning and
Environment Act 1987.

Who is the planning authority?

This amendment has been prepared by the City of Greater Dandenong, which is the planning
authority for this amendment.

The amendment has been made at the request of the City of Greater Dandenong.

Land affected by the amendment

The amendment applies to 1054 — 1060 Heatherton Road, Noble Park.

A mapping reference table is attached at Attachment 1 to this Explanatory Report.

What the amendment does

The amendment proposed to apply the Heritage Overlay to 1054 — 1060 Heatherton Road, Noble
Park. Specifically, the amendment proposes to:

e Amend the schedule to Clause 43.01 (Heritage Overlay) to include HO78 at 1054 — 1060
Heatherton Road, Noble Park and include the ‘Statement of Significance: 1054 — 1060
Heatherton Road, Noble Park, May 2021’

e Amend the schedule to Clause 72.04 (Documents Incorporated in this Planning Scheme) to
incorporate the ‘Statement of Significance: 1054 — 1060 Heatherton Road, Noble Park, May
2021, and

e Amend Planning Scheme Map 5HO to include the property in HO78.

Strategic assessment of the amendment

Why is the amendment required?

The amendment is required to recognise the heritage significance of 1054 — 1060 Heatherton Road,
Noble Park. The council engaged heritage consultants, Graeme Butler & Associates to prepare a
heritage assessment of the Jarvie House (The Jug House) 1054-1060 Heatherton Road, Noble Park.

The heritage assessment recommends the place be included in the Heritage Overlay. The property at
1054-1060 Heatherton Road, Noble Park has been identified as significant aesthetically, historically
and for its rarity to Noble Park and the City of Greater Dandenong.

The significance of the property was assessed against the standard criteria contained in Planning
Practice Note 01: Applying the Heritage Overlay (August 2018) and is considered to meet the
requirements and threshold for local protection through the Heritage Overlay.

The Heritage Overlay is the appropriate planning mechanism to protect the identified heritage values
of the property as the Heritage Overlay requires a planning permit to be granted for any demolition or
any buildings and works that could affect the significance of a heritage place.

The application of heritage controls to the property will enable the heritage values of the place to be
considered in any application for demolition and buildings and works.

How does the amendment implement the objectives of planning in Victoria?

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The amendment is consistent with the objectives of planning in Victoria by implementing the objective
detailed at Section 4(1) of the Planning and Environment Act 1987 which states:

“to conserve and enhance those buildings, areas or other places which are of scientific, aesthetic,
architectural or historical interest, or otherwise of special cultural value.”

What is significant?

| The ‘Jug or Jarvie House-and-its-garden-setting, built for patternmaker Peter Jarvie in 1950 at 1054-
1060 Heatherton Road, Noble Park, contains the following contributory elements:
e Plan set diagonally across the corner block, with main living areas facing the street;
| o Clipped-tapestry-hedges;specimen-shrubs(cenifers)and-cCurved low masonry fencing typical of
the style.
| e Concrete path and drive-ways, with surviving centre grass strip-fer-drive.
e A’waterfall’ front or street facade (Streamlined Moderne style) of five curved forms including the
porch, symmetrically arranged around the entrance.
e A projecting round-cornered cantilevering porch with concrete roof slab set on brick piers and
brick paving.
e Variegated unglazed terra-cotta tiles (reds, manganese) on a multi-hipped roof, with deep lined
eaves.
e Brick (apparently veneer) external walls that may have been two colour (red and cream) pressed
brickwork (the jug and some rear walls) but have been bagged and painted off white.
e Tall red and cream pressed brick ‘jug’ chimney element set next to the rear pergola, with
corbelled cooking or BBQ fireplace set into its base.
e Timber framed, double hung sash windows set in groups of five with soldier course lintels and
header sills.

The interior elements such as the kitchen joinery are contributory, but the interior as a whole is not
locally significant.

How is it significant?

The Jarvie or Jug House is significant historically, aesthetically, and for its rarity and social
significance to Noble Park and the City of Greater Dandenong.

Why is it significant?

Historically, the ‘Jug or Jarvie house’ is a representation of the onset of the post-World War Two
housing boom in the hitherto mainly rural area of Noble Park, an area that is now fully urbanised. The
use of materials (bagged brickwork) suggests utilisation of those available at the time as a reflection
of post-war shortages and limitations. The reported memories of Jarvie by Noble Park identity Fred
Wachter of the building and use of the house add a historical context to the place. (Criteria A).

For its rarity as one of the few Streamlined Moderne or ‘waterfall’ front designs in the City of Greater
Dandenong. The successful representation in brickwork of a giant jug as part of the chimney shape is
rare across the Melbourne area (Criteria B).

Aesthetically, the ‘Jug or Jarvie house’ is one of the few Streamlined Moderne or “waterfall’ front
designs in the City of Greater Dandenong. The house exhibits a full expression of this domestic style
with five (not three) fronts to the "waterfall’ outdoing Robin Boyd'’s ‘Steps in Stylism’ model, as well as
its diagonal siting across the block allowing views of the elevation from both main roads. The use of
the style was often seen as a reflection of the owner-builder's modern outlook and rejection of period
revival styles like the prevailing Georgian and Old English. The style has had a recent popular revival
as Art Deco, named in the 1960s after the Exposition Internationale des Arts Décoratifs et Industriels
Modernes, held in Paris in 1925 (Criteria E).

Social significance is identified by the local community as a local landmark as far back as the 1990s

and since the house and its chimney have received wide publicity as an uncommon part of the urban
landscape because of the jug shaped chimney (Criteria G).

1. Report Summary

The drafted Children’s Plan (2021-2026) (Attachment 1) updates the previously endorsed Children’s

Plan 2015-2019 (endorsed 11 May 2015).

It provides Council with a strategic framework to direct its efforts in improving the health and wellbeing
of children and their families. The Plan articulates Council’s role and priorities in supporting children
and families and identifies a range of new and ongoing actions to implement over the coming five

years.

2. Recommendation Summary

This report recommends that Council endorses the Greater Dandenong Council Children’s Plan

(2021-2026).
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3. Background

Council’s vision for children and their families is to be valued, celebrated, respected and supported
to reach their full potential.

The Children’s Plan (2021-2026) development has been informed by consultation extensive
evidence-based research (refer to Attachment 2), including consultation with children and families;
benchmarking of local service providers; consultation with internal Council departments; and review
of other relevant plans, strategies and policy frameworks at a Local, State and Federal Government
level to align activities for children (0-13 years) and their families.

Council will develop annual action plans to support the implementation of the Children’s Plan
(2021-2026). The annual review of the Plan will consider:

the extent to which the actions have been implemented over the course of the Plan
identify emerging trends and opportunities and

be responsive to changing needs and interests of children and their families throughout the
planning cycle.

4. Discussion and Options

As a Child Friendly City, Council are committed to supporting and providing opportunities for children
and their families. Council in planning the Children’s Plan (2021-2026) is guided by the United Nations
Children’s Emergency Fund (UNICEF) Child Friendly Cities Framework and being a signatory to the
Victorian Child Friendly Cities and Communities Charter.

Council works from a social model of health, recognising the multiple factors influencing a person's
health and wellbeing by individual characteristics, lifestyle factors, social, economic and environmental
factors. Children’s wellbeing is also strongly influenced by their families and community context. All
levels of government have a key role to play in supporting children and their families in shaping the
community.

Title Plan

1. Report Summary

Council officers recently carried out a planning process to remove the reserve status and subdivide
the drainage reserve abutting the rear of the properties at 15-35 Central Ave and 18-38 Victor Ave,
Dandenong North as shown on the locality plan provided in Attachment 1 (the Land).

Council officers commenced this process after they received a letter of interest from an abutting owner
to purchase the land abutting their property. Council gave public notice of a proposal to sell this land
to abutting owners. A decision is now required to determine if the Land is considered to be surplus
to Council needs and will be sold to abutting owners.

2. Recommendation Summary

This report recommends that Council sells the land to the interested abutting owners.
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4.2.1 Central and Victor Avenues, Dandenong North - Sale of Land (Cont.)

3. Background

The Land was set aside as a drainage reserve as part of Plan of Subdivision LP12589. The Land
appears to be occupied and fenced by the adjoining property owners without the consent of Council.
An abutting owner to the Land approached Council and requested that they purchase the Land that
directly abuts their property. Council subsequently carried out a subdivision of the Land and 11 lots
were created known as lots 1-11 on PS838081.

Council has written to abutting owners who occupy the Land at Central Ave to determine their interest
in purchasing the abutting Land. At this stage there is only interest from one abutting owner.

Council considered a report in relation to this matter on 25 January 2021 and resolved to commence
the statutory procedures in accordance with section 189 of the Local Government Act 1989 to sell
the Land to interested abutting owners.

The abutting owner who has expressed interest in purchasing the Land has indicated that they will
purchase that part of the Land abutting their property at current market value in accordance with
Council’s Disposal or Sale of Council Assets and Land Policy.

4. Discussion and Options

Council gave public notice of the proposal to sell the Land on 29 March 2021 allowing interested
parties the opportunity to lodge a submission. The submission period closed on 30 April 2021 and
no submissions were received in relation to the proposal to sell the Land.

5. Proposal

The Land is considered to be surplus to Council requirements and is therefore suitable for sale. It is
proposed that Council agrees to sell the sections of the Land to the interested abutting owners and
retain the remainder of the lots to be sold to abutting owners at a later time, when they express interest
in the section of Land that they abut.

6. Financial Implications

Currently, Council has only received interest from one abutting owner and if that part of the Land is
sold the purchaser will pay the costs and $10,200 based upon the market value of the Land. However,
Council officers will continue to approach other abutting owners to ensure further sales are achieved
from the subdivision project. (Note: the Land currently appears to be occupied and fenced by the
adjoining property owners without the consent of Council.)

There are no current resources included within the Annual Budget for this purpose, however costs
associated with the proposal will be passed on to any purchaser.

7. Consultation

Council carried out a formal public consultation process as required under Section 189 and 223 of
the Local Government Act 1989, allowing for submissions to be lodged for consideration by Council
before a decision would be made. No submissions were received.

Council’s Commercial Property Unit also consulted with those abutting owners who currently occupy
the Land regarding the sale proposal.

3. Background

As outlined in the 8 February 2021 Council report, Council currently operates four major aquatic and
leisure facilities in the City of Greater Dandenong being:

e Dandenong Oasis Aquatic Centre
e  Noble Park Aquatic Centre

e  Springers Leisure Centre

e Dandenong Stadium

The YMCA currently operates the first three centres under a contact that has been extended to 30
June 2022 with Dandenong Stadium managed by Elite Stadium Management.

Following consideration of various management models, Council determined in the February resolution
to establish a proprietary company limited by shares to manage these four leisure centres from 1
July 2022.

South-East Leisure Pty Ltd has been legally established, a Board appointed and the recruitment for
a CEO has commenced.

Council may notify SEL in writing of up to two individuals to be Council Representatives, who are:
a) one Councillor; and

b) one Council employee at the Director level (each a primary Council Representative).

This report recommends the appointment of a Councillor on the SEL Board.

Discussion

The Council Representative shares a strategic understanding of how the LGBE fits within and
contributes to the overall Council vision and objectives. In addition, the Council Representative
provides a conduit for effective two-way communications between Council and the Board and plays
a formal and informal role in relationship management between the entities.

Council Representative Responsibilities include:

° Represent Councils interests to the Board.

) Facilitate communication about relevant documents, policies and issues between Council and
the Company.

e Use their abilities, skills and experience to actively participate in discussions.

e  Work constructively as part of the Board team and be available as a resource to the Board and
management.

e  Work towards strengthening the relationship between Council and the Company, including
actively participating in discussion at Councillor Briefing Sessions when SEL is in attendance.
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e  The Council representative will be able to provide a report to Council as part of SEL attending
a Council Briefing session annually to present the Annual Plan/Budget.

e  Serve as a communication conduit with Council regarding actions, policies, and new developments
of the Board, as appropriate.

e  Organise for feedback to be provided on actions, policies and new developments when requested.
e  Serve as a conduit for any Councillor seeking questions of the Board.

Strategic:

e Inform the Board of relevant Council Strategic Priorities.

e  Aid in shaping the alignment of the Company’s Strategy and Business Plan to achieve Council
objectives.

Governance, Financial and Risk Management:

° Recognise and understand the legal responsibilities that each Director will have under the
Corporations Act 2001.

After consultation with the Greater Dandenong community on what kind of future they wanted to see
for themselves and the City in 2030, the result was the Greater Dandenong Community Plan ‘Imagine

9. Victorian Charter of Human Rights and Responsibilities

Council, Councillors and members of Council staff are a public authority under the Charter of Human
Rights and Responsibilities Act 2006 and, as such, are all responsible to act in accordance with the
Victorian Charter of Human Rights and Responsibilities 2006 (the Charter).

The Charter of Human Rights and Responsibilities Act 2006 has been considered in the preparation
of this report but is not relevant to its contents.

10. The Gender Equality Act 2020

The Gender Equality Act 2020 came into operation on 31 March 2021 and requires councils to take
positive action towards achieving workplace gender equality and to promote gender equality in their
policies, programs and services.

Whilst this report is largely administrative in nature, the recruitment and selection of relevant Directors
has been conducted with a view of having a gender and diversity balance on the Board.

11. Consideration of Climate Change and Sustainability

One of the overarching governance principles of the Local Government Act 2020 is that the economic,
social and environmental sustainability of the municipal district, including mitigation and planning for
climate change risks, is to be promoted.
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In January 2020, this Council joined a growing number of cities around Australia and declared a
“Climate and Ecological Emergency” and committed this Council to emergency action on climate
change. Council has developed a Climate Change Emergency Strategy and Action Plan 2020-30 to
help the City of Greater Dandenong become a resilient, net zero carbon emission city with an active
community prepared for the challenges of changing climate.

This report largely has no impact on Council’s Declaration on a Climate and Ecological Emergency,
Council’s Climate Change Emergency Strategy 2020-2030, or the requirements of the Local
Government Act 2020 in relation to the overarching governance principle on climate change and
sustainability. The future role and strategies of SEL are however likely to significantly consider these
impacts.

The Council Representative shares a strategic understanding of how the Local Government Business
Entity (LGBE) fits within and contributes to the overall Council vision and objectives. At Greater
Dandenong, LGBE’s currently include Dandenong Market Pty Ltd and South East Leisure Pty Ltd. In
addition, the Council Representative provides a conduit for effective two-way communications
between Council and the Board and plays a formal and informal role in relationship management
between the entities.

The Council Representative is a person that Council assigns or appoints to represent Council on a
LGBE. It could be a Councillor appointed at a Council meeting (there are no longer annual or
ordinary meetings under the LGA2020), or it could be an executive officer as appointed by the CEO.

Council Representative Responsibilities

The responsibilities of the Council Representative include:
Communication, Interaction and Information sharing:

e Represent Councils interests to the Board.

e Facilitate communication about relevant documents, policies and issues between Council
and the Company.

e Use their abilities, skills and experience to actively participate in discussions.

e Work constructively as part of the Board team and be available as a resource to the Board
and management.

e Work towards strengthening the relationship between Council and the Company, including
actively participating in discussion at Councillor Briefing Sessions when SEL is in attendance.

e The Council representative will be able to provide a report to Council as part of SEL
attending a Council Briefing session annually to present the Annual Plan/Budget.

e Serve as a communication conduit with Council regarding actions, policies, and new
developments of the Board, as appropriate.

e Organise for feedback to be provided on actions, policies and new developments when
requested.

e Serve as a conduit for any Councillor seeking questions of the Board.

Strategic:

e Inform the Board of relevant Council Strategic Priorities.
e Aid in shaping the alignment of the Company’s Strategy and Business Plan to achieve Council
objectives.

Governance, Financial and Risk Management:

e Recognise and understand the legal responsibilities that each Director will have under the
Corporations Act 2001.

e Develop an understanding of the operation of the Company.

e Understand the Company’s risk management programs and processes.

e Contribute to the discussion on the development of the Draft Annual Plan and Budget for
the overall operation of SEL, including detailed performance indicators.

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e Understand and question financial information presented.

e Familiarise themselves with the Company’s Constitution and Management Services
Agreement and other relevant instruments.

e Attend meetings fully prepared, having read all relevant documents.

e Declare, at the outset of a meeting, any conflict of interest they might have with any matter
on the agenda.

e Participate in any Board performance or self-assessment process.

e Distinguish clearly between views/contributions/feedback they are providing as an
individual and views/contributions/feedback they are providing as a Council representative.

The responsibilities of the Council Representative “do not include”:

e Being a Director of a LGBE.

e The ability to cast a vote in respect of any resolution.

e Involvement in any ‘confidential Board’ meetings that might be occasionally required to
discuss fiduciary responsibilities.

Code of Conduct

The Council representative will commit to the Board Charter and Director’s Code of Conduct and
keep Board matters confidential and not circulate or otherwise disseminate any Company
documents.

If the Council Representative is a Councillor, they are also bound by the Councillor Code of Conduct.
If the Council Representative is a member of Council staff, they are also bound by the Staff Code of
Conduct.

Board Meetings and Other Commitments
Council Representatives are expected to attend Board meetings subject to absenting themselves

when matters under discussion involve a conflict or potential conflict of interest.

However, the attendance or absence of a Council Representative does not count towards a Board
meeting quorum.

Council Representatives are not expected to serve as members of Board committees that may be
established from time to time.

Council Representatives can participate in the discussions held at the Board meetings but have no
right to vote on any decision.

Council Representatives have no power to direct the Board in its decision making and must
respect the autonomy of the Board to make decisions and not seek to unduly influence or interfere
with the running of the Company.

The Board meetings for SEL will include provision for the Council representative to provide a report
on relevant Council activities.

Term and Remuneration

Council will appoint Council Representatives on an annual basis.
